Is funding applicable to distance learning/online programmes?

Yes!:
Funding for distance/online programmes is valued at eighty (80%) percent of cost up to a maximum of thirteen thousand, five hundred dollars (EC$13,500.00) per annum.

· Step 4: 1

When is the deadline for applications?

All applications should be submitted on or before April 30th each year.

· Steps 4 -- 2
How will I know if my application has been received?

All applicants will be issued an application ID and the application be acknowledged via written communication.
· Steps 4 -- 3
How will I know if I have received a Scholarship?

The Board of Education will notify all applicants of the decision regarding their application via written communication, media and/or the telephone (if necessary).

· Step 4 -- 4
How soon will I know that I have received a scholarship/assistance?

The Committee convenes meetings in the months of May and June.  Accordingly, decisions are normally issued in the month of July.

Economic Cost:

The Board of Education does not automatically pay the economic cost of every Antiguan student who attends the University of the West Indies.   As such, a person must apply to the Board for the payment of their economic cost.   You are advised to do so by the stated deadline – April 30th of any year.

SCHOLARSHIPS
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Board of Education

At the Board of Education, one of the areas of education we get asked about is SCHOLARSHIPS.

This booklet is intended to explain the four main steps necessary, when applying to the Board of Education for a SCHOLARSHIP:

· Step 1:
How will I know what scholarships are available?

There are no set scholarships available each year; a budget is approved and applications are considered based on a list of Priority Subjects.   

· Step 2:
To whom do I write when applying for a Scholarship?

Application forms are available at the Board of Education and should be completed and submitted to the office of the Board of Education on or before April 30th each year.

What should be enclosed with the application form?

The documentation required is listed on the first page of the application form and includes the following:

(i) Recent passport-size photograph, 

(ii) proof of citizenship / nationality, certified valid passport
(iii) certified copies of birth certificate,

(iv) certified copy of academic qualifications, 

(v) Acceptance letter from Institution, (This is very important)

(vi) statement from parent regarding bonding and funding (if applicable).

Rationale for undertaking course of study.

2. A letter stating any other indications not listed in the application form.

ALL DOCUMENTS MENTIONED ABOVE MUST BE SUBMITTED WITH YOUR APPLICATION

Do I send in just a letter of application?

YES!:
Previous applicants may apply via letter (noting any updates/changes not mentioned in their previous applications).  Please attach new financial information and acceptance letter as well as updated transcript if you are already in the programme.

NO!:
New Applicants must fill in an application form, attaching the necessary documentation, which 

If, for whatever reason, you are not able to access an application form and you are nearing the deadline for applications, you may submit a letter stating the following:

(a) Applicant’s name, address and telephone number

(b) Nationality

(c) Age

(d) List of qualifications

(e) The name of course applicant wishes to pursue

(f) The length of the course

(g) The name of the University, College or Institution applicant wishes to attend.

(h) The estimate cost of study per annum.

(i) The date of commencement of the course.

(j) Whether applicant will be prepared to sign a bond.

You would also need to attach the documentation mentioned previously.

· Step 3:
What are the criteria for the awarding of a scholarship?

There are several, but the main ones are:

1. The national need for the subject to be pursued.

2. Whether the applicant has the necessary qualifications to pursue the course.

3. The financial need of the applicant.

4. Willingness of the applicant to be bonded (You will need two sureties; persons with collateral must sign and serve as guarantors)

5. The nationality of the applicant.

Will it matter if I will be studying at a non-regional Institution?

Yes!:
preference is given to regional institutions.
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
